Century Japan, raku firings are associated with the tea ceremony but have now been adapted for all sorts of
ceramic ware.

Watch the excitement as glowing hot pottery islifted from thekiln
and set alight in sawdust bins

On the day you can buy a“ready for Raku” pottery
piece starting in price from $20 (includes firing).

Y ou chose the glaze and participate in the event and
take awonderful memento home with you. Local and
guest artists contributing pieces include: Marion
Stehouwer, Renata de Lambert, Jane Northway,
Caroline Corby, Janet Selby and more

A selection of Raku glazes will be provided with an
example of the finished product though keep in mind
thefollowing. “It isthe post fire reduction stage that
creates the unique look of raku pottery. The resulting
patterns and colours are unpredictable, asthey are
created through the natural process of oxygen
removal.”




Y ou can aso bring your own Raku ready pottery
pieces which will cost $10 per piece to be fired.
Y ou chose the glaze and participate in the event.

Or just come out and see what all the excitement
is about. Some artists will be selling their work-
S0 it's also agreat opportunity to get some one-
of-a-kind gifts or something special for yourself.

The firing areawill be cordoned off but please
keep children under the age of 12 well away
from the area. The NSW Fire Brigade will be
on hand to oversee the event and to provide
information etc.
